Spatial Planning is all about governments (federahtral, state and local) using a series of
techniques to influence optimum distribution of pkeoand activities in spaces of various
scales. It encompasses all levels of land poliGdeswlation, land use planning including

urban planning, regional planning, environmentanping, national spatial plans and, in

Africa and in the EU, international levels. In Afai the COMESA, IGAD, EAC nations are

coming together to design, develop and implemeosszborder corridors of infrastructure

(roads, railways, oil pipelines, fibre-optic calg)nall running beyond nations and beyond
regions.

Regional/xpatial planning gives geographical exgimgsto the economic, social, cultural and
ecological policies of society. It is at the sanmeet a scientific discipline, an administrative
technique and a policy developed as an interdiseipl and comprehensive approach
directed towards a balanced regional developmedttha physical organization of space
according to an overall strategy.

Physical planning establishes the ‘ground rules’eilavironmentally sustainable development
at all planning levels, including all actors (gawerent, private sector and public/private
partnerships). Traditionally the surveyors’ rolemsst visible in implementation of plans and
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therefore Commission 8 will have more focus on essthat are closely related to the core
disciplines of the profession.

Commission 8 will continue to assist in building ttepacity of knowledge and skills via case
studies, workshops, collaboration and consultatiars contributing, in a positive way, to

environmentally sustainable development and livaogpditions of humans in a changing
globalised world.

The challenge this presents is to protect our natibieritage while permitting appropriate
growth. This is sometimes referred to as “smarimiing’ carefully planned growth to preserve
the past for future generations. Yet, it seems, merson’s notion of “smart growth” may be,
to another person, restraint of trade.

Throughout the world small communities are facir@llenges from developers — both
builders and land owners looking to make an hopesit — who seek to create commercial,
industrial, and residential projects on water masgemer farms, pastureland, and forests.
