“Understanding the regional inequalities hidden behind country averages can help us to improve well-being and prosperity at a national and global level, in line
with the Sustainable Development Goals,” said OECD Deputy Secretary-General Mari Kiviniemi, presenting the report at the European Committee of the Regions
